Step 1: (Read Instructions prior to installation) Disconnect sensors at the connections. Take caution as not to damage any sensors.
Remove the CAT/DPF section of your trucks exhaust working your way forward. Take caution not to damage the factory isolation mounts as
they will be reused. It is recommended to not fully tighten the clamps until the entire system has been installed.

Step 2: For ease of installation spread the pieces of the exhaust along side of your vehicle according to the diagram shown above.

Step 3: Install downpipe first, then install down-pipe extension with band clamps. Do not fully tighten. Install threaded plug in downpipe
sensor if needed.

Step 4: Re-install the factory isolation mounts. Re-install (2) sensors and connect to harness. Cap off the unused pressure differential con-
nections at the sensor using the shortest rubber hose to link both sides of the pressure sensor.

Step 5: Adjust for alignment and tighten all connections. Your installation is now complete. It is recommended to re-tighten all exhaust
components after the first 50-100 miles.

NOTE:
¢ aFe recommends that the tailpipe be at least 1/2"-1" away from any body panels to avoid heat related body damage. Tighten and secure.
