The purpose of this publication is to assist with the installation, maintenance and
troubleshooting of the Lock-N-Lift universal air spring spacer system.

Itis important to read and understand the entire installation guide before beginning installation
or performing any maintenance, setrvice or repair. The information here includes a hardware
list, tool list, step-by-step installation information, maintenance tips, safety information and
a troubleshooting guide.

IMPORTANT SAFETY NOTICE

The installation of this kit does not alter the Gross Vehicle Weight Rating (GVWR) or payload
of the vehicle. Check your vehicle’s owner’s manual and do not exceed the maximum load
listed for your vehicle.

Gross Vehicle Weight Rating: The maximum allowable weight of the fully loaded vehicle
(including passengers and cargo). This number — along with other weight limits, as well
as tire, rim size and inflation pressure data — is shown on the vehicle’s Safety Compliance
Certification Label.

Payload: The combined, maximum allowable weight of cargo and passengers that the truck
is designed to carry. Payload is GVWR minus the Base Curb Weight.

REFER TO YOUR AIR SPRING INSTALLATION MANUAL FOR INSTALLING THE AIR
SPRING KIT. YOUR AIR SPRING KIT WILL VARY FROM THE KIT SHOWN.

NOTE

Do not assemble the lift blocks before indicated in the instructions.

PREPARING THE AIR SPRING FOR LIFT BLOCK INSTALLATION

1. Release any air from the air spring already installed.

2. Remove the fasteners that attach the air spring to the lower bracket.
3. Remove the lower bracket from the vehicle.

INSTALLING THE LIFT BLOCKS

1. For a two block system, remove the locating tabs on the arrow side of each lift block.
Remove the tabs with a hammer. The tabs must be removed flush or below the mounting
surface (fig. 2).

NOTE

It may be necessary to use a grinder to remove material after breaking tabs off with a hammer.

NOTE

It is only necessary to remove the tabs on the arrow side of two blocks for each air spring
assembly.

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2. Fasten a lift block with the tabs removed to the bottom of the air spring (fig. 3). Use the
mounting holes that allow the arrow to face toward the front of the vehicle (fig. 2).

NOTE For lower brackets that had or require flat head bolts, use the fine thread 3/8” hex head bolts
(F) and 3/8” lock washer (G) supplied to attach the lift block to the bellows.

3. Install another lift block with the tabs removed to the lower bracket. Orientate the lift block
on the lower bracket so that the installation tabs align with the installation slots when the
lower bracket is located in its original mounting location (fig. 4a). Fasten the lift block to
the lower bracket using the 3/8” hardware included (the arrow on the top surface of the
lower spacer will face toward the rear of the vehicle).

NOTE For lower brackets that had or require flat head bolts, use the 3/8” flat head bolts (E) provided
(fig. 4b) to attach the lift block to the lower bracket.

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4. Before attaching the lower bracket lift block assembly to the vehicle, insert the installation
tabs into the installation slots and rotate the lower lift block assembly clockwise (fig. 5).

5. When the blocks are fully seated, the retaining snaps will lock into the retaining slots (fig. 6).

CHECK BOTH SIDES OF THE LIFT BLOCK TO BE SURE THE RETAINING SNAPS ARE
LOCKED IN PLACE.

6. Attach the lower bracket to the suspension in its original location. See the air spring kit
installation manual if required.

7. Repeat steps 2 through 6 on the other side of the vehicle.

LIFT BLOCKS CAN NOT SERVE AS THE SUSPENSION LIMITER. A LIMITING STRAP
MUST BE USED.

IF DISASSEMBLY IS REQUIRED
REPEATED DISASSEMBLY IS NOT RECOMMENDED.

NOTE

Use either 7/64” or 3mm Allen wrenches or a combination of both to dissassemble the lift blocks.

1. Insert an Allen wrench into both retaining slots by pushing the wrench up the ramp of
the retaining snap (fig. 7). This will seperate the snaps from the mating block and the
wrenches will be held in place by the snap.

2. Now take hold of each block and rotate the lower lift block assembly counterclockwise.

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ADDING ADDITIONAL LIFT BLOCKS

1. A variety of angles and heights can be achieved by adding additional blocks in differing
orientations. In figure 8, the top surface of a lift block is identified. Shown below are
diagrams of a 4” and 6” system with parallel surfaces and surfaces at a 4 degree angle.
An 8 degree assembly with a six inch lift is also possible, but not recommended (fig.
9). Figure 10 shows the preferred installation method with a 4” and 6” straight assembly.
Figure 11 shows the 4 degree assembly for a 4” and 6” lift block system.

NOTE It may take significant force to lock the two lift blocks together in the top-to-top
position. It may be necessary to use a table top or other hard surface to aid in pushing
the lift blocks together.

Air Lift Company provides a warranty to the original purchaser of its Load Support Products, for the periods of time listed below, by product
line, from the date of original purchase, that the products will be free from defects in workmanship and materials when used on cars and
trucks as specified by Air Lift Company and under normal operating conditions, subject to the requirements and exclusions set forth below.

If a defect in workmanship or materials causes your Air Lift product to become inoperable within the warranty period, before returning any
defective product, call Air Lift Company at (800) 248-0892 in the U.S. and Canada (elsewhere, (517) 322-2144) to obtain a Returned Materials
Authorization (RMA) number. The consumer shall be responsible for removing (labor charges) the defective product from the vehicle and
returning it, shipping costs prepaid, to Air Lift Company for verification. Returns to Air Lift Company must be postage prepaid and sent to: Air
Lift Company « 2727 Snow Road * Lansing, Ml + 48917. You must prove to the satisfaction of Air Lift Company the date of original purchase
of your Air Lift product. You must also enclose the RMA number and a return address. A minimum $10 shipping and handling charge will
apply to all warranty claims.
