Slide the red tab up on the temperature sensor, and
then squeeze the black tab at the top of the sensor,
and disconnect the wiring harness from the tempera-
ture sensor. Next loosen the two hose clamps at
each end of the factory intake tube.

4. Remove the factory air filter from the base of
the air cleaner box.

2. Unhook the two metal clips that hold the fac-
tory air cleaner lid to the base of the air cleaner
box.
