INNTAKE SYSTEMS

1. Disconnect the negative battery cable.

Loosen the hose clamp on air cleaner box lid.
Twist and remove the breather hose from the
air cleaner box lid.

10. Carefully twist and remove the tempera-
ture sensor from the bottom of the reso-
nator, and then remove the resonator
from the vehicle.

2. Unhook the two air cleaner lid latches on the
front of the airbox.

5. Remove, and set aside the oil filler cap.
Use caution not to drop anything into the
engine while the cap is off-

8. Carefully pull the resonator towards you and
rotate the bottom up to gain access to the tie
wrap holding the breather hose to the rubber
coupler. Cut the tie wrap and discard.

11. Assemble the two pieces of the Quick Fit
panels as shown (#2&#3), using the four 6-
32 screws (#12), washers (#13), and nuts
(#14), that are provided in the kit.

Service air filter as needed by cleaning with common non-petroleum all-purpose household
cleaner and water. Simple Green®, Formula 409® or equivalent works great. Apply cleaner to outside of air filter and allow to soak.
Then flush filter clean from the inside out with a garden hose and repeat steps if necessary. Do not apply high pressure water or air to
clean filter. Allow filter to air dry and reinstall.
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
