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16. Install the Airaid Intake Tube (#2) into the hump
hose first, and then into the reducing coupler. Adjust for
fit, and tighten all four hose clamps. Apply the Airaid
Bubble Decal onto the Intake Tube as shown.

11. Using a 10mm wrench, remove and save the ground
lug from the driver’s side inner fender. It will be reused
in step #13.

14. Install the hump hose (#7) onto the filter adapter
using two #64 hose clamps (#22). Next install the re-
ducing coupler (#5) with one #48 hose clamp (#21) on
the throttlebody and one #64 hose clamp (#22) on the
large end.

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17. Install the 1/2”’x 6” breather hose between the nipple

on the air intake tube and the hard plastic crankcase
breather tube. Refer to step #2. Install one #16 speed
clamp (#20) over the breather hose at the nipple as
shown.

12. Replace the ground lug from step #11 with the side
bracket (#23) as shown using one 6mmx12mm hex bolt
(#14), and lock washer (#12).

15. A) Insert the Modular Venturi Tube, (MVT), into
the Airaid intake tube until it stops. Take care to align
the MAF meter sockets, B) Reinstall the meter into the
Intake-MVT assembly and secure using the two 8-32
button head screws (#16).

18. Install the Airaid Premium Filter (#1) onto the filter
adapter and tighten the clamp. Next install the weather
strip (#8) onto the top of the CAB. For ease of installa-
tion, start the front of the CAB near the radiator and
work your way around towards the fender. Reinstall the
engine cover and oil fill cap.
