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OPTIONAL BUMPER PIECE: Using a  5/16” drill 
bit, drill two holes in dimpled hole locations for both 
fl are and bumper piece. Note: Holes only need to be 
drilled if bumper piece is being used.

OPTIONAL BUMPER PIECE: This vehicle comes with 
different bumper sizes. If installing the optional bumper 
piece, verify which piece to use by holding it up to the 
bumper and making sure it lines up with factory edges and 
hole locations. After identifying bumper piece, apply edge 
trim along outer surface.

OPTIONAL BUMPER PIECE: Using 3/8” and 7/16” 
wrenches, attach bumper piece to fl are using supplied 
Screw (SW1-0005) and Nut (NU1-0015).
