Wipe outer surface thoroughly with
a tack rag prior to paint. Application of plastic adhesion promoter for
ABS plastic as per your paint system manufacturer’'s recommendations
is required. Paint flares using a high quality enamel, or polyurethane
automotive paint. If painting edge trim (not recommended), use a flex
additive.
