Step 1

Under the bumper on the driver side, locate the vehicle taillight
wiring harness connectors. The connectors will be similar to
those on the custom wiring harness.

Step 2
Remove the mounting screws or bolts securing the 7-way to
the mounting bracket. Remove the 7-way from the bracket.

Step 3

Separate the 7-way connector from the vehicle wiring harness
by carefully pressing the red locking tab sideways and pulling
apart. Take care not to damage the locking tabs. Once apart,
ensure the mating surfaces of the connectors are free of dirt.
Clean if necessary (A).

Step 4

Insert the custom wiring harness between the separated
connectors. Make sure the connectors are fully inserted with
locking tabs in place. Push the red locking tabs back to their
original position (B).

Step 5

Reinstall all items removed during install. Install the

provided 4-flat dust cover to help prevent corrosion.
