3. Raise hitch into position using the forward most holes to

    line up with the existing holes on the frame to mark out

    the (2) rear most holes. Use hitch as a template to drill

    the (2) rear most holes with a 1/4" bit. Lower hitch and

    use a step drill bit to enlarge (4) holes to 1/2" in diameter.

4. Fishwire (2) 7/16" carriage bolts and (2) CM-SP2

    spacers through the access hole, located towards

    the front of the rail, into each frame rail.

5. Raise hitch into position and loosely fasten (2) conical

    tooth washers and (2) 7/16" hex flange nuts on each

    side.

6. Torque all 7/16" hardware to 59 ft-lbs. Reinstall following

    Step 1 in reverse order.

NOTE: If vehicle is dual exhaust remove (6) bolts and

    trim (2) heat shields. Reinstall after trim.

 

3. Raise hitch into position using the forward most holes to line up with the existing holes on the frame to mark out the

    (2) rear most holes. Use hitch as a template to drill the (2) rear most holes with a 1/4" drill. Lower hitch and use a

    step drill bit to enlarge (4) holes to 1/2" in diameter.

 

4. Fishwire (2) 7/16" carriage bolts and (2) CM-SP2 spacers through the access hole, located towards the front of the

    rail, into each frame rail.

 

5. Raise hitch into position and loosely fasten (2) conical tooth washers and (2) 7/16" hex flange nuts on each side.

 

6. Torque all 7/16" hardware to 59 ft-lbs. Reinstall following Step 1 in reverse order.
