Assemble U-nut on moun ng clamp,  
remove latch cover and install bolt  
with washer thru slot and into U-nut,  
only screw bolt into U-nut far enough  
to engage threads, tall leg of clamp goes  
toward toolbox.

Cut and install the gasket/spacer  
on the top edge of the truck bed  
flush with the inside of box, do not  
install on tailgate.

Remove the rubber plugs from the  
back side of the toolbox. Install the  
Tonneau rails to the toolbox with  
the #10-24 bolts snug only the first  
and last bolt leave the rest loose. 

If installing a Diamond Tonneau see the I-sheet 
that is in the Diamond cover.

Rail systems in some trucks will need to be 
removend before installing toolboxes.

Set toolboxes on the truck with tailgate closed,  
the latching assembly on the rail goes to the rear,  
finger �ghten the front clamp bolt making sure  
the short leg of the clamp is under the pinch weld  
of the pickup bed.

              NOTE: Make sure tailgate will clear the boxes.

Center assembly on truck bed, spacing between boxes must be the same front and rear for 
proper Tonneau opera�on. Snug down clamp bolts in toolbox. 

Open tailgate and using 2 x 4’s and or a bo�le jack  
level the boxes, some vehicles will require an extra   
layer of the ¼” spacer/gasket in the front to level the boxes.  

Assemble support angle to support bracket,  
make one le� and one right assembly, angle 
may be bolted on either way. Posi�on assembly  
on toolbox and rear corner post of truck bed  
mark the bed and toolbox thru holes in bracket  
assembly. 

Drill

NOTE: Make sure tailgate will clear the boxes.

There is extra gasket material in Tonneau to fill in any gaps. 

Bolt the bracket assembly to the corner post
with 5/16” bolt then drill 5/16” holes thru
the brackets and thru the toolbox , fasten with
5/16” bolts and nuts.

Drill 1/2” holes at the marks in the corner post. Install 
riv-nuts in the 1/2” holes using the supplied wrench.

Loosen the #10-24 bolts in the front of the rails, adjust the framework up or down for proper 
sealing re�ghten the bolts. 

 Loosen the #10-24 in the rear of the rails, adjust the framework up or down for proper sealing 
and for tailgate clearance, �ghten all the remaining bolts. 

The toolbox tailgate seals on some applica�ons must be cut to length. Hold the seal under the 
end of the toolbox with the lid open and the tailgate shut mark the seal thru the holes in the 
toolbox end, drill 3/16” holes at the marks and bolt in the seals              with the #10-24 bolt and nuts.. 
Trim the seal

 
so it does not interfere with the latching mechanism.  

  Pen               Snips

Place tailgate seal into place.  Position loosely for fit.  Close gate, check 
clearance and seal tightness.  Mark areas for trimming. (repeat if 
necessary)  Re-position and mark for securing to the box. 

 NOTE: Make sure tailgate will clear the boxes.

5. Do not use release cables as handles.

6. Do not pull on release cables to enter truck bed.

7. Do not use any part of this tonneau as a tie down.

8. Do not drive with the cover un-secured.
