INSTRUCTIONS:
A) CUSHION COVER - BUCKETS / “40” PORTIONS

1) Unhook back flap of the seat by removing 4) Pass side straps through the opening between the
elastic from the plastic clip under the seat molded plastic and the seat, buckle to back flap of cover
2) Center seat cover on seat 5) Adjust straps and buckles to equalize tension
3) Pass the front strap under the seat, buckle to back flap of
seat cover

B) BACKREST COVER - BUCKETS / “40” PORTIONS
1) Remove headrest (see note) 5) Re-install the elastic attached to the bottom back
2) Slip cover over backrest and pull down firmly (see airbag flap of the seat to the plastic hook under the seat
warning below) 6) Place the elastic attached to seat cover to same
3) Pass attached velcro straps through crevice plastic hook

4) Place velcro straps under the seat between cushion and

C) BACKREST COVER - “20” PORTION
