TO START:

1. Turn the ignition OFF and disconnect
the vehicle's negative battery cable.

2. Disconnect the mass air sensor electrical
connection as shown.

3. Disconnect the crank case vent hose from the
cam cover as shown.

4. Loosen the hose clamps at the throttle body
and at the mass air sensor, then, remove the
stock intake tube as shown.

5. Unclip the mass air sensor wire harness from
the air cleaner as shown.
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6. Depress the center pins on the air inlet duct
as shown.

7. Loosen and remove the three bolts that
secure the air cleaner assembly, then, remove
the air cleaner assembly as shown.

8. Loosen and remove the two bolts that secure
the air cleaner support bracket, then, remove the
air cleaner support bracket as shown.

9. From underneath the vehicle remove the
lower valance and loosen the three bolts that
secure the air intake resonator to the inner
fender, then, remove the air intake resonator
from underneath the vehicle as shown.

10. Remove the bolt that secures the wire
harness to the engine as shown.

11. Remove the four nuts that secure the
mass air sensor, then, remove the mass air
sensor as shown.
