Install the new tilt column handle by screwing it in to the tilt
mechanism on the left side of the steering column, forward of
the turn signal handle.

Before beginning the installation, disconnect the negative battery
cable and use wheel chocks to block the vehicle's wheels.

Lokar recommends using anti-seize lubricant on all aluminum
threads.
