Care and Cleaning

To keep your billet grille looking their best, we recommend using only mild soap and
water and a soft cotton cloth to wash and dry it. Use of rough cleaning agents or
cloths may scratch or dull your billet grille.

Should your billet grille become scratched or dull, we recommend TRENZ® Metal
Polish to bring back the mirror finish. There are three grades of TRENZ® Metal Polish
(Coarse, Medium and Fine) that will help you keep your billet grille looking brand new.
Select the TRENZ® Metal Polishes best for your needs:

1. Course (Red) Polish — For severe scratches and pitted problems.
2. Medium (Green) Polish — For light scratches and dulling problems.
3. Fine (White) Polish — To bring back the mirror finish.

TRENZ® Metal Polish can be used on all metal products, including aluminum, stain-
less steel, brass and copper.

Look inside the opening where the turn signal was. Located on the bottom of the grille shell, you

the clip located closest to the end and pull the grille shell forward no more than 1/2”. Working
towards the center, continue to unsnap the rest of the clips.
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Using a die grinder, cut out the stock insert. Notch
the top section where the vertical bars connect with
the grille shell as indicated below.

Using an angle grinder or file, smooth out the cuts from the die grinder. You may want to paint the
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Drill eight (8) 1/8” holes through the plastic stock grille shell in the locations indicated below. Line
up the holes with the dowels. Caution: Be careful not to scratch the grille shell.
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Using the 8 pop rivets included, rivet the grille in the locations you drilled in step 5.
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Reinstallation
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Reinstall the stock shell with your new Billet Grille. Clip the grille shell back on the vehicle,
reinstall the 1/4” screws along the top, and reinstall the turn signals. Make sure everything clears
and close the hood. Enjoy your award-winning product that you have just installed!
