Remove the stock grille shell from the vehicle. Use a die grinder to remove the stock
plastic bar grille.
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Use a file to smooth the rough edges. After the surface is smooth, you may want to
spray paint the cuts with a flat or gloss black. Let the paint dry.

Drill a 1/8” hole where each dowel lines up with the plastic grille shell.
