Installation Steps Illustrations may vary upon application
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Remove stock hardware and then remove the stock grille from the shell.

Place the billet grille into vehicle from the front (see diagram 1).

Secure the top tabs with the bolts provided.  Some grille tabs may need to be mounted 
from the back of the core support or the front of the core support depending on the year 
of the vehicle.

Attach the bottom (see diagram 2) with screws provided and reinstall the grille shell back 
to the vehicle.
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Care and Cleaning

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To keep your billet inserts looking their best, we recommend using only mild soap and 
water and a soft cotton cloth to wash and dry it.  Use of rough cleaning agents or cloths 
may scratch or dull your billet inserts.

Should your billet inserts become scratched or dull, we recommend TRENZ® Metal Polish 
to bring back the mirror finish.  There are three grades of TRENZ®  Metal Polish (Coarse, 
Medium and Fine) that will help you keep your billet inserts looking brand new.  Select the 
TRENZ®  Metal Polishes best for your needs:

1. Course (Red) Polish – For severe scratches and pitted problems.
2. Medium (Green) Polish – For light scratches and dulling problems.
3. Fine (White) Polish – To bring back the mirror finish.
