Shipping Note

Sometimes the billet products get bent in the shipping process. You may need to hand bend
them to attain the desired shape.
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Using a flat head screwdriver remove the four plastic rivets on top of stock grille and
set aside for later use. Turn the plastic clips 45 degrees to release them. The clips
are located on insides of mesh and bottom of grille. Remove the six plastic clips from
the vehicle and reattach them to the grille shell.
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Drill out the holes marked with a 1/4” drill bit.
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Insert billet grille into bumper opening and install billet grille as show in diagram.
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Place bumper grille over bumper opening and make sure that the billet grille is
centered. Mark the holes where the set screws touch the mesh.
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Reinstall grille shell on vehicle.
(Remenber to place plastic clips
back on the grille shell before
installing it on to the vehicle. )
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
