Open the hood and remove all of the stock black plastic rivets across the radiator
cover. Pry up the center of the rivet with a flat head screwdriverand then pull out the
whole rivet. Save the rivets for reinstalling the grille shell.
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Loosen and remove the bolt at the top center of the grille shell. Pop out each of the
top corner snaps using a flat head screwdriver.

Now cut away the side plastic where the horizontal bars met up with the lip. Be sure
to leave the chrome border for the rough cut indicated by the arrows in the diagram.

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Use an angle grinder to gradually sand down the chrome ring a little at a time until the
chrome ring is completely removed. Caution: Do not damage the painted edge of
the grille shell!

Carefully pull the grille shell upward. Use a die grinder to remove the plastic bars by
cutting them off where they meet the plastic lip as indicated below.
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Place the billet grille into the grill shell from the back and rivet into place with the
hardware provided. One rivet in each top corner and one on each of the bottom
mounting tabs. Carefully pry off the stock Cadillac emblem from the stock grille shell.
Place the included 3M double-sided tape on the back of the stock emblem and press
it firmly onto the billet grille. Reinstall the grille on the vehicle.
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
