Shipping Note

Sometimes the billet products get bent in the shipping process. You may need to hand bend them to
attain the desired shape.
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Remove the stock grille shell by unbolting it from vehicle.

Remove the stock plastic grille inserts by using a 1/16” allen wrench to push the center
pin located in the center part of the stock mounting rivets (see diagram 1). Save the
stock rivets for installation for later use.

Once the stock plastic grille is removed , mount the billet grille in place and use the stock
plastic rivets to secure it into place.

Re-install the grille shell back to the vehicle.

1. Course (Red) Polish — For severe scratches and pitted problems.
2. Medium (Green) Polish — For light scratches and dulling problems.
3. Fine (White) Polish — To bring back the mirror finish.
