Shipping Note

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Installation Steps

Open the hood and remove the plastic rivets from the radiator cover by popping up
the center of the rivet with a flat head screwdriver.
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Push the side billet grilles into the sides of the stock grille. Mark with a felt pen
where the mounting screws touch the back wall of the grille shell. Using a 3/16” drill
bit, drill holes at the marks you just made.
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Screws
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Insert the center billet grille into the stock grille. Secure the billet grille using a black
washer and kep nut on each mounting screw.

1/4 x 1-1/2” Washer

/ Kep Nut
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Insert the side billet grilles and secure them using a silver washer and kep nut on each
mouting screw.

1/4 x 1-1/2” Washer
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Reinstall the radiator cover and plastic rivets.
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
