BEFORE ROAD TESTING

1. Start engine, leaving the transmission in park and securing the
parking brake.

2. Make sure to look and listen for any unusual noises or air leaks.
Repair problems if needed.

3. Once completed it will be necessary to check periodically for
realignment and tightening of all connections.

4. Once all tests are completed, enjoy the performance of your new
Volant Air Intake System.

CARE AND CLEANING

Check the cotton reusable filter periodically and remove any exces-
sive dirt build-up by tapping the filter on the ground and brushing off
the loosened dirt.  Clean the filter by using Volant’s Filter Recharger
Kit. Volant’s Filter Recharger Kit is designed to restore original air flow.
Re-oil every 10,000 miles without cleaning to improve filtering in sand
and dirt. Clean only when dirt is very excessive or 50,000 miles.

TOOLS NEEDED FOR INSTALL:

1. 5/16 NUT DRIVER OR FLAT HEAD SCREWDRIVER
2. PHILLIPS SCREWDRIVER

INSTALLATION:

1. Switch the vehicle to the off position and disconnect
negative battery cable.

2. Pull the long stock square air duct hose that pulls the air
into your throttle body away from the fender well. Then pull it
off the stock filter box and away from your engine compart-
ment.

3. Disconnect valve cover breather hose from stock filter box
assembly located on top of your throttle body. Then un-
screw the large clamp with your screwdriver that holds your
stock filter box down to  the throttle body. Then remove
entire stock filter box assembly off and away from your
engine compartment.

4. Install the Volant filter box without the lid and filter to the
existing opening where the stock air duct pulls its air.
Fasten the Volant filter box to the trucks fender well by using
the black tree rivet provided by Volant.  Install high perfor-
mance filter to the Volant filter box lid, use the oval end.
Screw lid to the Volant filter box with the 4 screws provided.

5. Hand screw Volant throttle body stud to the middle of the
throttle body. Place the 5” gasket on the throttle body. Install
the Volant bonnet by insertting the throttle body stud threw
the Volant bonnet.  Then slip rubber washer and fender
washer over the stud before screwing on knurled nut

provided by Volant. Do not completely tighten.

6. Connect the 3½” hump hose to the Volant air duct and
Volant filter box.  Open hose clamps completely to wrap
around hump hose. Close and tighten.

7. Connect the stock valve breather hose to the fitting on the
Volant air duct. Completely tighten knurled nut to seal onto
the throttle body.

8. Make sure everything is tightened and properly connected.
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
