• Apply electrical tape to clean dry vehicle components that will be in direct contact with aluminum
skid plates.  Tape will help protect painted finish against abrasion and can reduce tendency of
squeaks.

• Raising the vehicle on a hoist or ramps may ease installation of this product.
• A second person may helpful in holding larger panels in place for hole drilling and fastening.
• Center punching drilling locations and drilling holes that are squared with vehicle will ensure

proper installation of fasteners.

VI.  INSTALLATION

1.  Remove the factory skid pan from undernethe the
unit by removing the 18 torx head fastenrs that
attach the skid pan to the frame.  Retain these
fasteners as they will be used to attache the Warn
body armor panels, see figure 1.

2.  Place the front body armor panel (A1) into postion
at the front of the unit.

3. Attach the front body panel (A1) using 8 of the trox
fasteners removed in step one.  Do not tighten all
the fasteners down at this point, it will be easier to
remove the protective covering before all the
fastners are torqued down, see Figure 2.

Note: Use caution to ensure skid plate will not
pinch wire harness when installed.  Adjust
wire harness position if needed so skid plate
does not pinch harness

4.   Place rear body panel (A2) into position on the rear
of the unit.

5. Attach the rear body panel (A2) using 10 of the
trox fasteners removed in step one.  Do not tighten
all the fasteners down at this point, it will be easier
to remove the protective covering before all the
fastners are torqued down, see Figure 2.

6. After removing the protective covering torque down
all the fasteners at this point.

7. The final two mounting locations on the rear
panel will need to be drilled.  Use a center
punch to mark the center location of the
mounting holes and use an 11/64" drill bit to
create the mounting hole. Install #12 screws
(B1) in these locations, see figure 5.

8. One hole on each side of the rear panel will
need to be drilled.  The mounting hole is
located in the front corner of the rear panel, see
figure 5.

9. Installation is now complete.

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VII.  MAINTENANCE/CARE

• Inspect all metal parts and related hardware.  Replace all parts that appear corroded, cracked or
deformed prior to use.

• Inspect all nuts and bolts and related hardware prior to each use.  Tighten all nuts and bolts that appear
to be loose.  Stripped, fractured, or bent bolts or nuts need to be replaced immediately.

• Check skid plates protecting moving or rotating parts of the vehicle .  Remove debris that may inhibit the
part from moving freely.  Removal of aluminum armor may be necessary to thoroughly clean and inspect
both the vehicle and the aluminum underbody components.  Frequency of removal will depend on the
type of terrain conditions experienced.  Regular cleaning will help keep product looking good and will
help avoid damage to related components.
