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V. INSTALLATION (Winch)

1. Using a Phillips-head screw driver, remove
the four screw that attach the front plastic as
shown in Figure 1. Set aside the front plastic
until further into winch instruction.

2. Bolt the top plate P/N 80584 as shown in
figure two, using two of the four 20mm bolts
provided in the hardware kit along with lock
washers and nuts. Note that it is easier to
run the bolts up through the bottom of the
two plates, rather than down through the
top. Do not tighten yet, just run the nuts up
snug.

3. Make sure the top plate is straight to the
vehicle, using the lower plate P/N 80937 to
line it up as shown in figure 3. Do not attach
the lower plate yet. Tighten the top plate at
this time per torque specifications on page
3.

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V. INSTALLATION (continued)

4. If you are ready to mount a winch, you need
to do it at this time. This will allow good
access to the winch fasteners as shown in
figure 4. You may torque the winch fasteners
at this time.

5. Reattach the front plastic you removed in
step 1 at this time. Only install the top two
Phillips screws, leaving the plastic to hang
loosely as shown in figure 5.

6. Attach the lower bracket from step 3 at this
time. Place one of the button head cap
screws and nylock nut in the front of the
plate, this will support the plate while you
install the 10mm fasteners in the rear of the
plate. By leaving the plastic loose, this will
allow enough room to place lock washers,
and the nuts on the 10mm bolts. Do not
tighten yet.

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7. Install the remaining Button Head fasteners
at this time and tighten all remaining
fasteners to torque specifications on page 3.

8. Install the last two Phillips Head screws in
the bottom of the plastic. You are now ready
to run the electrical to your winch.

9. Refer to the WINCH OPERATOR’S
MANUAL for contactor installation.

10. Refer to the WINCH OPERATOR’S
MANUAL for full and complete details on
wiring installation.

Tighten all nuts that appear to be loose. Stripped, fractured, or bent bolts or nuts need to be
replaced.

3. Check all cables prior to use. Replace cables that look worn or frayed.

4. Check all moving or rotating parts. Remove debris that may inhibit the part from moving
freely.
