a Always use extreme caution when drilling on any vehicle. Make sure that all fuel lines, brake lines, electrical wires, and other objects are not
punctured or damaged when/if drilling on the vehicle. Thoroughly inspect the area to be drilled (on both sides of material) prior to drilling,
and relocate any objects that may be damaged. Failure to inspect the area to be drilled may result in vehicle damage, electrical shock, fire or
personal injury.

a Always wear safety glasses when installing this kit. A drilling operation will cause flying metal chips. Flying chips can cause eye injury.

a Always use extreme caution when cutting and trimming during fitting.

a Always perform regular inspections and maintenance on the plow mechanism, fasteners, cable and related hardware.

a Always replace all worn or damaged parts before operating.

a Never operate this WARN product with damaged or missing parts.

a Always drive slowly over bumpy and rough terrain. Driving at speeds that cause the plow to bounce while in the up position can cause the winch
to back-drive, causing the plow to work its way down. This may result in the plow impacting a stationary object and cause damage to the vehicle
and operator injury or death.

a Always drive at speeds such that the plow does not bounce and be aware of the plow position while driving at all times.

a Always be aware that the purpose of the j-bolt is to break the connection between the plow and the winch, to prevent serious damage to the ATV
if the plow is raised too high. The plow blade will drop suddenly if the j-bolt breaks, so always be sure there are no bystanders when you raise and
lower the plow.

a Never raise the top of the plow above the headlights of the ATV, as it may damage the vehicle and plow.

a Always replace a deformed or broken j-bolt with the spare j-bolt included in the kit.

IV. INSTALLATION

1. Remove the two M6 skid plate bolts just behind
the front A-Arms. See Figure 1.

2. Hold the mount to the bottom of the skid plate.
Align the plate with the corresponding holes from
the bolts you just removed in the skid plate. In-
stall the longer M6 flange head bolts provided in
your hardware kit. Just make finger tight. See
figure 2.

3. Next square the plate to the bottom of the vehicle.
Use the letter R drill or a 11/32 to either mark
or drill through the skid plate at this time. If you
choose to just mark the skid plate you will have
to remove the mount drop the skid plate and drill
through. The advantage to this is so you don’t
possibly scratch your frame with the drill bit.

4. After you have installed the rear u-bolts you may
now drill the holes for the front u-bolts. Un-
less you marked them prior and all ready drilled
them. See figure 4 and 5.

5. It may be easier to remove the plastic clip to ac-
cess the space to install the u-bolt. See figure 6.

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6. Install and tighten all fasteners evenly. See
figure 7.

V. MAINTENANCE/CARE

* Inspect all metal parts on the plow, plow mount, and related hardware. Replace all parts that appears
rusted or deformed prior to use.

* Inspect all nuts and bolts on the plow, plow mount, and related hardware prior to each use. Tighten all
nuts and bolts that appear to be loose. Stripped, fractured, or bent bolts or nuts need to be replaced im-
mediately.

* Check all cables prior to use. Replace cables that are worn or frayed.

* Check all moving and rotating parts. Remove debris that may inhibit the part from moving freely.
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
