1. Disconnect the negative battery cable! 2. Disconnect the two hoses from the intake tube. Loosen 
the two hose clamps and remove the air intake tube.

3. Disconnect the wiring harness from the throttle 
body by pushing the tab on the bottom and sliding out.  

4. Using a 10mm socket, loosen the throttle body bolts 
and remove the throttle body.

5. With the throttle body facing down, place the gasket 
and the Airaid throttle body spacer on top of it as 
shown. Note: the position of the rectangular shaped 
tab.  
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6. Install the assembly using the supplied bolts and 
washers. Tighten the bolts to the factory recommended 
torque. DO NOT OVERTIGHTEN! Reconnect the 
wiring harness to the throttle body.  

7. Reinstall the intake tube and fully tighten the hose clamps. 
Reconnect the two hoses to the intake tube. Re-connect the 
negative battery cable!
