TO START:

1. Turn off the ignition and disconnect the negative
battery cable.

NOTE: Disconnecting the negative battery cable
erases pre-programmed electronic memories. Write
down all memory settings before disconnecting the
negative battery cable. Some radios will require

an anti-theft code to be entered after the battery is
reconnected. The anti-theft code is typically supplied
with your owner’s manual. In the event your vehicles
anti-theft code cannot be recovered, contact an
authorized dealership to obtain your vehicles anti-
theft code.

5. Loosen the hose clamps which secure the stock intake
tube to the air box and throttle body and then remove the
stock intake tube from the vehicle.
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3. Remove the oil filler cap and then lift up and remove
the engine cover. Reinstall the oil filler cap.

2. Disconnect the mass air sensor electrical connection.

4. Disconnect the crank case vent tube from the intake
resonator as shown.

6. Rotate the crank case vent tube 180°, then release
the retainer at the valve cover port and then remove the
crank case vent tube.

7. Remove the two air box retaining nuts shown, lift up
and remove the air box from the vehicle.

NOTE: AIRAID recommends that customers do not
discard factory air intake.

8. Remove the air box mounting grommet shown from
the frame rail.

9. Install the heat shield mounting bracket onto the heat
shield as shown using the provided hardware.

10. Install the filter adapter onto the heat shield and
secure with the provided hardware.
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11. Install the edge trim onto the heat shield as shown.
NOTE: Some trimming of the edge trim will be
necessary.

12. Install the inserted nut onto the heat shield mounting
bracket using the provided hardware. Do not completely
tighten at this time.
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13. Install the heat shield assembly into the vehicle so
the inserted nut goes into the air box mounting grommet
hole and the tap goes onto the air box mounting stud.
Secure the heat shield with the provided hardware.

14. Install the coupler hose (08761) onto the throttle
body and secure with the provided hose clamp.

adapter and secure with the provided hose clamp.

16. Remove the two screws and then remove the mass
air sensor from the factory air box and then install the
mass air sensor into the AIRAID® intake tube and secure
with the provided hardware.

17. Install the provided 1/4npt fitting into the AIRAID®
intake tube as shown.

NOTE: Plastic NPT fittings are easy to cross thread.
Install the vent fitting “hand” tight, then turn it two
complete turns with a wrench.

18. Install the AIRAID® intake tube assembly into the
coupling hose at the filter adapter and then into the hose
at the throttle body and secure with the provided hose
clamps.

19. Attach the provided crank case vent hose to the
1/4npt fitting and then attach the open end to the vent
port on the valve cover.
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20. Install the AIRAID® air filter onto the filter adapter
and secure with the provided hose clamp.

21. Reconnect the mass air sensor electrical connection.

22. Reinstall the engine cover.

23. Double check your work!

Make sure there is no foreign material in the intake path.
Make sure all clamps, hoses, bolts, and screws are tight.
Double check the hood clearance!

Reconnect the negative battery cable!

and water. Simple Green®, Formula 409® or
equivalent works great. Apply cleaner to outside of
air filter and allow to soak. Then flush filter clean
from the inside out with a garden hose and repeat
steps if necessary. Do not apply high pressure
water or air to clean filter. Allow filter to air dry
and reinstall.
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
