1. Using the 10mm socket, remove one metric 
bolt on the upper corner of headlight assembly 
(see white arrow). Remove one pushpin from 
the air dam on top of the headlight assembly. 
Move air dam aside. Do this to both sides of 
the vehicle. Set bolts and pushpins aside to be 
reinstalled later.  

Vehicle Weight:

The weight of this vehicle is near the Class 
III, 5,000 lbs. rating limitations. Some models, 
depending on options, may well exceed this  
5,000 lb rating. Be sure to confi rm the weight of 
your individual vehicle before towing. As of 1999 
the Aventa® II is now rated 10,000 lbs. and either 
the Aventa® II or the Aventa® LX tow bar must be 
used for these applications. 

Tow Bar Adapters are NOT to be used with 
vehicle’s weighing over 5,000 lbs.

Installation Notes:  The headlight 
assemblies, hood support brackets, bumper 
and metal bumper are removed for installation.  
Drilling is required.  

The dimensional variations between otherwise 
identical vehicles can be considerable. 
While the baseplate was designed for easy 
installation, it may be necessary to tailor the 
baseplate slightly to compensate for auto 
manufacturer’s tolerances.  These minor 
adjustments may include fi ling a hole slightly, 
bending electrical rods, and/ or bending end 
plates.

The BX8869 Bulb and Socket Wiring Kit is 
recommended for this vehicle.

Installation Instructions:
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2. Using the 10mm socket, remove two metric 

bolts from inside edge of headlight assembly 
(see white arrows). Raise the clip on upper 
corner of headlight assembly (see grey arrow).  
Pull headlight assembly forward to remove 
(releasing it from two clips behind assembly). 
Disconnect wiring. Do this to both sides of the 
vehicle. Set bolts and headlight assemblies 
aside to be reinstalled later. 



3. Behind front of fascia, on top of the frame, 
remove one metric bolt from the hood support 
bracket using the 10mm socket. Remove 
bracket. Do this to both sides of the vehicle. 
Set bolts and brackets aside to be reinstalled 
later.

4. Remove three pushpins from metal bumper’s 
lower edge and push air dam out of the way. 
Set pushpins aside to be reinstalled later.

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6. Remove one pushpin, just forward of the 
front tire, on the fender well. Do this to both 
sides of the vehicle. Set pushpins aside to be 
reinstalled later.   

5. Using the 10mm socket, remove one metric 
bolt from the top of fascia. Do this to both 
sides of the vehicle. Set bolts aside to be 
reinstalled later.  
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7. Under the fender, on fascia corner, remove 
three metric bolts using the 8mm socket. Do 
this to both sides of the vehicle. Set bolts 
aside to be reinstalled later.

8. Using the 8mm socket, remove two metric 
hex nuts from the bottom corner of fascia 
(see white arrows). Using the 10mm socket, 
remove one metric bolt from the fascia 
extension (see grey arrow). Do this to both 
sides of the vehicle. Set nuts and bolts aside 
to be reinstalled later.

10. Pull on outer fascia trim (see white arrow) to 

separate it from the bumper. Pull bumper (see 
grey arrow) down and then forward to remove. 
Set bumper and metal bumper aside to be 
reinstalled later. 

9. Note: When removing metric bolts from behind 
the metal bumper, hold bumper securely as it 
is very heavy. Using the 21mm socket remove 
lower metric bolt (see white arrow). Using the 
10mm socket, remove upper metric bolt (see 
grey arrow). Disconnect fog lights if necessary. 
Do this to both sides of the vehicle. Set bolts 
aside to be reinstalled later. 



11. Slide baseplate on top of frame rail and align 
to end of frame rail. Clamp in place with the 
vise grips. Using the baseplate as a template, 
drill two holes in the top and side of frame rail 
using the 17/32” drill bit. On top, install the 

 1/2-13 x 1 1/2” bolts with 1/2” lock washers 
and 1/2-13 hex nuts and tighten. Do this to 
both sides of the vehicle.

12. Hold spacer tube between the baseplate 
and frame rail and align to the front hole on 
baseplate side (see white arrow). In front 
hole of baseplate, insert the 1/2-13 x 1 1/2” 
bolt through spacer tube and tighten to the 
1/2” lock washer and 1/2-13 hex nut on side 
of baseplate. In back hole, install bolt, lock 
washer and hex nut and tighten (see grey 
arrow). Do this to both sides of the vehicle.
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13. Attach the permanent baseplate safety cables 
to the provided convenience link on the 
baseplate (see white arrow).  The photo above 
shows the recommended installation of the 
permanent baseplate safety cables to frame of 
the vehicle (see grey arrow). Additional options 
may interfere with suggested mounting, in this 
case, secure the cable to a solid piece of the 
frame as described in the instructions included 
with the permanent baseplate safety cables.  
Be sure the safety cables do not rub against 
any hoses or moving parts.

BE SURE TO USE LOCTITE® RED ON ALL BOLTS 
BEFORE TIGHTENING. TIGHTEN ALL BOLTS 

ACCORDING TO THE TORQUE CHART ON THE FRONT 
PAGE OF THESE INSTRUCTIONS OR ON PAGE 3 OF 

THE BASEPLATE TOWING GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS.

        
14. Reinstall metal bumper, bumper, hood support 

brackets, headlight assemblies, bolts and 
pushpins. 

      Install the tow bar and safety cables 
      according to the instructions provided in their   
      packages. When demonstrating this to the 
      customer, be sure to include all the contents 
      and packages.

      Do NOT substitute other devices if the tow 
      bar pins and clips are misplaced.

Be sure that ALL electrical connections 
are plugged in properly and functioning 

BEFORE installing the fascia.
