Instruction Notes: The fascia, fascia cover, air baffle and windshield washer fluid reservoir are
removed and reinstalled for the baseplate installation. Some drilling and trimming is required.

Place all components that are removed on a flat, sturdy surface. All items will be reinstalled unless
otherwise noted after the baseplate is installed.

The dimensional variations between otherwise identical vehicles can be considerable. While the
baseplate was designed for easy installation, it may be necessary to tailor the baseplate slightly to
compensate for vehicle manufacturer’s tolerances.

The BX8848 4-Diode Wiring Kit is recommended for this vehicle.

NOTICE

» Handling of some cosmetic parts when installing this product may require the use of protective
covers, rags, specialty tools, etc. to prevent damage.

» When using power drills be aware of the dangers of torque and drill bit length.
» When using a reciprocating saw be aware of objects behind the cutting surface.
» Use a good quality paint to spray cut edges of frame to prevent rusting.

» Be sure that ALL electrical connections are plugged in and accessories are functioning properly
before reinstalling the fascia.

» The baseplate is computer tested to your vehicle’s GVWR, exceeding this weight will void the
manufacturer’s warranty.

* Be sure to use Loctite® Red on all bolts before tightening. Tighten all bolts according to the
torque chart provided.

« Dealer or installer be certain the user receives these instruction sheet.

« If the baseplate is in an accident, it must be replaced. DO NOT use it again! An accident can
cause unseen damage and using it again could result in more damage or serious injury. DO NOT
use the baseplate if it is damaged or missing parts.

1. Remove the four (4) push pins from the 2. Remove the ten (10) push pins from the
fascia cover (white). There are two (2) on underside of the fascia. There are five (5)
each side and set aside. Remove the two on each side.

(2) push pins from the outer edges of the
top of the fascia (gray). There is one (1)
on each side.

3. Using a Phillips screwdriver, remove the 4. Using a 10MM socket, remove the three
screw from the wheel well. Do this on both (3) screws from the air baffle. There are
sides of the vehicle. two (2) on the outside and one (1) on the
Pull the corners of the fascia away inside of the frame (white). In the wheel
from the vehicle and pull the fascia off well remove the push pin (gray) and set
the vehicle. Disconnect all electrical the baffle aside.

connections and set the fascia aside.
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5. Remove the three (3) push pins from the 6.
shroud. There are two (2) on lower section
and one (1) at the top. Unclip and remove
the shroud, it will not be reinstalled. Do
this on both sides of the vehicle.

Using a 10MM socket, remove the two

(2) screws from washer reservoir (white).
Remove the push pin from the filler neck
next to the cap (gray). Disconnect all lines
from the reservoir and set aside.

7. Using a reciprocating saw, cut two (2) slits 8.
vertically on the existing frame hole. Bend
the tab inwards to allow nut plate access.
Do this on both sides of the vehicle.
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Using a 1-1/4” hole saw, drill two (2)
access holes in the side of the frame as
shown for nut plate access. Do this on
both sides of the vehicle.
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Position the baseplate onto the vehicle.
Level and clamp the baseplate to the
frame. Using a 13/32” drill bit, drill the front
top hole in the baseplate thru the frame.
Install a 3/8”-16 x 1-1/2” bolt with a 3/8” lock
washer into the hole and secure with a 3/8”
nut plate on the inside of the frame. Do this
on both sides of the vehicle. Fully tighten
both fasteners.

10. Continue to drill the remaining holes thru

the frame. Install 3/8"-16 x 1-1/2” bolts
with a 3/8” lock washers into the holes and
secure with a 3/8” nut plates on the inside
of the frame. Do this on both sides of the
vehicle. Fully tighten all fasteners.

Note: On the back flanges, drill the hole
thru the frame towards the top of the slots.

Attach the permanent baseplate safety
cables to the provided convenience link on
the baseplate. The photo above shows the
recommended installation of the cables to
frame of vehicle. Additional options may
interfere with suggested mounting; in this
case, secure the cables to a solid piece of
the frame as described in the instructions

included with the permanent baseplate safety

cables. Be sure the safety cables do not rub
against any hoses or moving parts. Do this
on BOTH sides of the vehicle.

12. Reinstall the washer reservoir and air baffle.

Hold the fascia as close to its original
position, mark and trim the fascia around
the convenience links and attachment tabs.
Reinstall the fascia and fascia cover.
