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Positioning Your PWC
Sport Mirrors

While sitting on your PWC, take your ;

new PWOC Sport Mirror and
experiment with different mounting
positions on the cowling forward of
and below the handlebars. The ideal

mounting position is a maiter of |

personal preference. Howsver, the
closer the mirror is to you on the
cowling, the better. Try low versus
high position.

Marking Position
for Holes

Once you have determined the best

mounting position on the right side,
mark the position for the hole. For
optimum rear view i is best fo use
two {right/ieft) PWC Sport Mirrors,
In order to achieve identical
mounting position on the left side
you must make the following
measurements.

From the marked position to the top
edge of the cowling.

-
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From the marked position to the
bottom edge of the cowling.
From the marked position to the
rear of the cowling.

CAUTION: Before you drill the holes
be sure there are no obstructions on
the underside of the cowling. Also,
fiberglass may splinter - DRILL
CAREFULLY!

Drilling The Holes

Start the hole with a small drill bit,
working up to the 1/4" drill bit size.
DRILL SLOWLY. Once the hole is 1/4°
take a rat tail file and smoocth both
outer and inner {inside cowling) edges.
Actual shaft size: 5/18”.

Hemove the stainless steel screw
holding the mounting plate to the
mirror head mounting base. Insert the
mounting plate shaft through the drilled
hole from inside the cowling.

NOTE: M12-5 mounting plate can be
shaped to it inside cowlings that have
contours or obstructions that will not
allow the full sized plaie 10 be installed.

Hun a bead of silicone around the
mounting plate shaft within the drillad
hole from the outside of the cowling.
This insures a watertight and secure
fit of your new PWC SPORT
MIRRORS.

From the outside of the cowling place
the white nylon washer (M12-8) and
mirror head mounting base onto the
mounting plate shaft. From the inside
of the cowling insert the stainless
Phillips/hex-screw with the washer and
tension spring in place into the
mounting plate and mirror head
mounting base and tighten. (See fig. 4)
