INSTALLATION STEPS





TIE DOWN BRACKET
(BOTH SIDES)

1.  Work hitch into position over exhaust extension and between tie down brackets as shown.  It may be easier to 
     temporarily release rear exhaust hangers.  Tabs on hitch end brackets should fit against frame bottom surface.
     Adjust hitch for best fit and then install fasteners into tie down brackets.
 
2.  Clear interior of trunk before drilling. Drill holes through holes in tabs straight up through lower and upper 
     surface of frame rails. Some vehicles have angled baffle plate inside frame rails and it will be necessary to drill 
     through this surface also.
 
3.  Install fasteners as shown.  Tighten fasteners only until sheet metal begins to compress.  Do not use an air 
     wrench.
 
4.  Torque all 7/16" hardware to 70 lb.-ft. and all 5/8" hardware to 210 lb.-ft.
 
5.  Silicone seal hardware installed through trunk floor.
 
6.  Raise exhaust back into position and reinstall contents removed from trunk.
