1. Remove factory tow hooks or recovery hooks. 

2. Install bottom mounting brackets and reinstall tow hooks or recovery 

hooks. There is a driver and passenger side. 

3. Remove the top outer bumper nut. Install the top mounting brackets. 

There is a driver and passenger side. You can install them though the 

rectangular openings in the bumper. Add a washer and then reinstall 

the factory nut.  

4. NOTE: On the 2010 models, you will need to cut off the upper 

vertical tab in order to install the top brackets. See drawing for location. 

5. Mount the grill guard to the bottom mounting brackets with four 

black carriage bolts. The brackets will be to the inside of the grill 

guard. 

6. Mount the top mounting brackets to the grill guard with two black 

carriage bolts. These brackets will be to the inside of the grill guard. 

7. Center and level the grill guard. Tighten all bolts. You can adjust the 

grill guard from side to side by loosening the bottom mounting 

bracket bolts. 

8. Open the hood slowly and make sure the grill clears the grill guard. 

9. MAKE SURE ALL NUTS AND BOLTS ARE TIGHT!
