Thisinstallation requires a professional mechanic!

We recommend that you have access to a factory service manual to assist in the disassembly and
reassembly of your vehicle. It contains awealth of detailed information.

Prior to installation, carefully inspect the vehicle' s steering and driveline systems paying close at-
tention to the tie rod ends, ball joints, wheel bearing preload, pitman and idler arms. Additionally,
check steering-to-frame and suspension-to-frame attaching points for stress cracks. The overall ve-
hicle must be in excellent working condition. Repair or replace all worn or damaged parts!

Read the instructions carefully and study the illustrations before attempting installation! Y ou may
save yourself alot of extrawork.

Check the parts and hardware against the parts list to assure that your kit is complete. Separating
parts according to the areas where they will be used and placing the hardware with the brackets be-
fore you begin will saveinstallation time.

Check the specia equipment list and ensure the availability of these tools.

Secure and properly block vehicle prior to beginning installation.

Read complete instructions and check Bill
of Materials before beginning.

Raise the front of the vehicle and support
the frame so that the front tires just touch
the ground and remove the front tires.

Remove the lower shock bolts and the
sway bar end link attaching points.

Remove the upper and the lower cail
spring clamp bolt and nut with washer.
Seefigure 1 and 2.

Force the axle half down so that the coil
spring comes loose.

Remove the coil spring and the coil spring
rubber isolator. See figure 3.

Install the corresponding Stud Extensions
(if needed) onto the coil spring lower
clamp stud and install the coil spring
spacer onto the coil spring pad. See figure
4.

Install the coil spring onto the coil spring
gpacer and then into the frame. Y ou may

have to use a coil spring compressor. See
figure 5.

Install the upper and the lower coil spring
clamp bolt and nut with washer. Make
sure that the coil spring is seated correctly
into the upper frame. Seefigure 6 and 7.

Reconnect the sway bar end link attaching
points and the shock nuts.

Torqgue al bolts and nuts to factory speci-
fications. Re-torque al bolts and nuts af-
ter 500 miles.

Install front tires and remove the jack
stands. Lower the vehicle onto the
ground.

It is recommended that you have afront-
end alignment.
