2. Use the parts drawing and list (front page) to
verify your kit's contents.

In the unlikely event that any parts are missing,
please contact FLOWMASTER Technical Support
for replacements.

REMOVE THE FACTORY AIR INTAKE SYSTEM:

NOTES

¢ We highly recommend that you retain all factory
air intake system parts.

* Please refer to vehicle manufacturer’s
recommendations regarding removal of factory
components.

¢ Disconnecting the negative battery cable erases
pre-programmed electronic memories. Write
down all memory settings before disconnecting
the negative battery cable. Some radios will
require an anti-theft code to be entered after the
battery is reconnected. The anti-theft code is
typically supplied with your owner’s manual. In
the event your vehicle’s anti-theft code cannot be
recovered, contact an authorized dealership to
obtain your vehicle’s anti-theft code.

3. Turn off the vehicle’s ignition and disconnect the
negative battery cable.

4. Loosen the screw clamps on the three ends of the
air intake duct.

5. Disconnect the electrical plug from the Mass
Airflow (MAF) sensor by squeezing the locking tab,
then pulling the plug straight off the sensor.

7. Separate the intake duct from the two
turbocharger inlets and remove the intake duct
and airbox cover as a unit. Then remove the stock
air filter.

9. Assemble the air filter adapter (3) to the heat
shield (4) using the M6 screws (9), lock washers
(8) and flat washers (7).

10. Attach the gasket (6) to the heat shield. Firmly
press the gasket onto the heat shield, gradually
working your way around. When you return to the
starting point, use metal-cutting shears to trim the
gasket to length.

8. Remove the MAF sensor from the intake duct, then
remove the o-ring from the sensor. CAUTION: The e
sensor is delicate! Handle it with care, and store it - SEAL =
in a safe location until reinstallation. ~ STRIP ¢

11.Cut the adhesive seal strip (5) to the lengths
required, and apply it to the four flat edges of the
heat shield.
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12.Slip screw clamp (2) onto air filter (1), then install
the filter on the filter adapter and tighten the
clamp.

13.Insert the four tabs on the heat shield into the
slots on the side of the stock airbox. Secure the
heat shield to the airbox with the front and rear
latches only. NOTE: The center latch will not be
used, and may be removed if desired.

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14.Install the grommet (12) in the intake tube (14).
Then install the sensor in the grommet using the
M6 screw (9). (Soapy water will ease insertion of
the grommet in the tube, and the sensor in the
grommet.)

15.Apply 2 wraps of nylon thread tape to the threads
of the plug (13), and install it in the intake tube.

16.Slip the two small screw clamps (16) onto the
3" flex coupler (15). Slip two large screw clamps
(10) onto a 4" flex coupler (11). Push each coupler
onto the intake tube, and snug — do not tighten —
only the tube clamps at this time. (Leave the other

clamps loose.)

California emissions law requires the Vehicle Emission
Control Information (or VECI ) label to be readily-
visible in the engine compartment.

If your VECI label is affixed to the stock airbox (as
shown in the example above), a replacement label
must be obtained and affixed to a suitable location in
the engine compartment.

Replacement VECI labels can be ordered from the
dealership or from on-line suppliers. Be prepared to
provide your VIN number, since the label is VIN
number-specific.

The VECI label should not be affixed to anything that
is easily removed from the vehicle. We recommend
that the label be affixed to the underside of the hood,
adjacent to the latch. NOTE: A missing VECI label
may result in failure of the vehicle’s emissions test.
