1. Turn off the ignition and disconnect the negative
battery cable.

NOTE: Disconnecting the negative battery cable
erases pre-programmed electronic memories.
Write down all memory settings before
disconnecting the negative battery cable. Some
radios will require an anti-theft code to be
entered after the battery is reconnected. The
anti-theft code is typically supplied with your
owner’s manual. In the event your vehicles
anti-theft code cannot be recovered, contact an
authorized dealership to obtain your vehicles
anti-theft code.

14. Install the remaining 5/16” inserted nut onto the
heat shield and secure with the provided hardware.

15. Reinstall the heat shield assembly, secure
the mounting bracket to the inner fender with
the provided hardware and then secure the two
inserted nuts to the air box mounting tray.

16. Install the filter adapter into the heat shield and
secure with the provided hardware.

17. Install the silicone hose (#087040) onto the
filter adapter and secure with the provided hose
clamp.

13. Remove the heat shield assembly and drill a
5/8”hole at the marked location.

18. Install the provided silicone hose (#08625) onto
the throttle body and secure with the provided hose
clamp.

21. Install the mass air sensor into the K&N mass
air sensor adapter and secure with the provided
hardware.

This kit will function
identically to the factory system except for being
louder and much more responsive.

2. Test drive the vehicle. Listen for odd noises or
rattles and fix as necessary.

3. If road test is fine, you can now enjoy the added
power and performance from your kit.
