NOTE: Carefully read entire instructions thoroughly before attempting to assemble and/or
install this part. Dropping the gas tank will make installation easier and drilling is required on
some applications. Use extreme caution when doing so.

Installation Instructions

1. Remove factory bumper/bumperettes if equipped.

2. Determine your mounting locations. ( Fig A)

3. CJ and YJ vehicles skip to Step 4. On some TJ’s the inner two mounting holes will need to be drilled.
Locate the included template and hold it up against the rear frame lining the outer holes with the holes on
the rear frame. Note: The notch on the template goes on top; just flip the template to use on the other side
of vehicle. Use template to mark inner holes and then drill using a 7/16” drill bit. (Fig B)

Note: Actual hardware may be Metric,
which would coincide with the standard
size shown.

YJ/TJ
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Use extreme caution when drilling in order not to drill into the fuel tank. It is recommended to
use a drill stop on the drill bit.

4. With assistance hold the bumper up against frame rail and install the two (1 per side) 12mm bottom bolts

that go up into factory holes. (Do not tighten completely) Note: if equipped, the factory bolt can be used
in this step.

5. Install outer two bolts (2 per side) into the bumper. First place backing plate on back side of frame and
the insert bolt through backing plate, and then through the back frame into the bumper.
(Do not tighten completely at this time. (Fig E,F)

6. Install the inner two bolts (2 per side) through the previously drilled holes. Again using the backing plates
behind the frame rail. Note: This can be difficult later and is easier now when bumper is loose. NOTE: on
some applications it may be easier to lower the vehicles fuel tank in order to install. If doing so use
extreme caution and follow manufactures guidelines while doing so.

7. Repeat Step 4 for opposite side.

8. (Optional) Secure other bottom bracket location using the included self tapping bolts by using hole as
guide and drill hole using a 5/16” drill bit, then install self tapping bolt. For CJ you would use the outer
(2) hole, for YJ and TJ you would use the inner (1) hole. (Fig G)

9 Tighten all hardware completely at this time
