SMITTYBILT

Step 1 : Park the vehicle on a flat level surface. Apply the parking brake and chock all (4)
wheels.

NOTE : Installation performed on Jeep Sahara and Jeep Rubicon will be similar.

Step 2 : Remove the (2) OE bolts and (8) OE plastic push rivets securing the plastic skid
plate to the OE metal skid plate. (Fig. A-1 & A-2)

Step 3 : Depress locking tab and disconnect the OE fog light wire harness connector
located on the passenger side of the vehicle. (Fig. B)

Step 4 : Remove the (4 Per Side) OE nuts securing the OE front bumper to the frame.
(Fig. C)

Step 5 : Remove the upper bumper plastic trim by removing (2) OE push pins. (Fig. D)

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Step 6 : Carefully remove the OE front bumper from the vehicle.

Step 7 : Remove the (2) OE bolts securing the OE metal skid plate and remove the metal
skid plate from the frame rails. Save OE hardware for reinstallation. (Fig. E)

Step 8 : NOTE: This step might require 2 people. Raise the new front bumper
(84-401JBXXXX) up into place and align the (4 Per Side) mounting studs on

the front bumper with the holes in the frame mounting

plates. Secure using the supplied (4 Per Side) 12mm nuts and washers. (Fig.

F)

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Step 9 : Install the lower mounting tabs (84-401JB008 drvr and 84-401JB009 pass) to
the OE mounting holes on frame horns using the Supplied Nut-Plates and 10mm
OE bolts. (Fig. G)

Step 10 : Secure the (2 Per Side) front bumper lower mounting holes to the lower mounting
tabs (84-401JB008 drvr and 84-401JB009 pass) using the supplied 8mm X
30mm bolts, washers, (Fig G)

Step 11 : Level the front bumper (84-401JB XXXX) and torque the 12mm hardware to
70 ft./Ibs, 10 mm to 45 ft/lbs, 8 mm to 23 ft/Ibs.
