Install the Spectre Performance intake tube into the coupler on the
throttle body first and once in position install the velocity stack
adapter into the flex coupler. Make sure the flex coupler is pulled
tight against the heat shield and take note of the orientation of the
adapter. Once in the desired location fasten the tube securely in
place.
