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Installation Instructions

Park vehicle of level hard surface. Place wheel blocks in front and behind the front wheels to prevent

rolling. Observe all safety precautions and wear safety glasses.

Raise the rear of the vehicle allowing the axle to hang free and rest the frame on the safety jack stands
rated for the weight of the vehicle. Removal of the rear wheels is optional.

Starting on the driver’s side using a socket wrench, un-bolt and remove the factory jounce bumper from
the underside of the frame and set aside. Keep the securing bolts for attaching the Sumospring.

Remove Sumosprings parts from the box and attach the bracket plate to the top of the Sumospring
using the supplied 8mm x 25mm flat head cap screw. Prior to attachment place loc-tite on the threaded
portion of the screw and secure tightly.

Attach the assembly to the underside of the frame, utilizing the same holes in the underside of the
frame from which the factory bump-stop was removed and the same two bolts that attached the
original bump-stop to the frame.

Repeat steps three through five on the passenger’s side of the vehicle.

If rear wheels were removed you can now reinstall the rear wheels and torque wheel nuts to
manufacturers spec.

Jack up vehicle, remove safety jack stands.

Remove wheel blocks from the front wheels.
