& « Serious personal injury and property damage can occur if vehicle is driven without both black
snaps at the front of cover fastened.

* Prior to vehicle operation, clamps must be secured such that the clamp lips tightly grip the inner
bedwall structure.

* Only release front strap/snap when fully installing cover.

« After a setting period (1 week) it may be necessary to readjust the clamp load after foam
isolators take a set to maintain the uniform gap between the Tri-Fold Tonneau cover and bed rails.

* Check the bracket clamp loads every 3 months or 5,000 miles.

* The Tri-Fold Tonneau cover must be closed or secured with straps while the vehicle is in motion.
