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PROCEDURE 

1. Remove contents from box, verify that all parts listed are present and free from damage.  

Carefully read and understand all  instructions before attempting installation. 

Failure to identify damage before installation could lead to a rejection of any claim.  

2. Loosely install Small Bracket Covers (item 8) onto Mounting Bracket B (item 4) and Mounting Bracket C (item 5) using 

the M6 hardware (items 10-12). See Figure 1. 

3. Loosely install Large Bracket Covers (item 9) onto the Mounting Brackets A (item 3) and Mounting Bracket D (item 6) 

using the M6 hardware (items 10-12). See Figure 1.

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4. Locate the mounting locations on the rocker panel and remove the rubber plugs covering the threaded holes.  

 Note: If threaded holes are not on the truck’s rocker panel, remove the rubber plugs located on the rocker panel at each 

 mounting location and insert nut clips. 

5. Loosely install the Mounting Brackets (items 3-6) onto the rocker panel using the M8 SEMS Hardware (item 13). See  

Figures 2-4. 
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CARE INSTRUCTIONS 

• REGULAR WAXING IS RECOMMENDED. DO NOT USE ANY TYPE OF POLISH OR WAX THAT MAY CONTAIN ABRASIVES. 

• STAINLESS STEEL PRODUCTS CAN BE CLEANED WITH MILD SOAP AND WATER. STAINLESS STEEL POLISH SHOULD BE USED TO POLISH SMALL SCRATCHES. 

• GLOSS BLACK FINISHES SHOULD BE CLEANED WITH MILD SOAP AND WATER. 

6. Insert the Adapter Plates (item 7) into Step Bars (items 1 and 2) by first putting them in parallel to the board, then turning 

them 90 degrees to be perpendicular to the board. Make sure the plate hooks onto the bottom of the bracket, and the screws 

are facing outwards. See Figure 5. 

 Note: Put 2 adapter plates in the front side and 1 in the back.  

7. Install the running boards onto the previously installed brackets using the supplied M8 hardware (items 14-16).                 

See Figure 6. 

 Note:  Make sure the plate adapters align with the brackets to attach the board to the mounting brackets. 

8. Align the step bars and brackets to desired positioning and tighten hardware to the following specifications: M8 hardware 

to 20ft-lbs and M6 hardware to 7.4 ft-lbs.
