INSTALLING FRAME BRACKETS 

1. Remove contents from box and verify all parts are present.  Red instructions completely 
before beginning. 

2. Remove factory tow hooks from front section of vehicle (if equipped).  Once the tow 
hooks are removed, proceed to install the frame brackets.  Use illustration 1 to identify 
the correct bracket for each side.  The brackets fit inside of the frame as shown in 
illustration 2. The holes used to fasten the tow hooks to the frame will be used to fasten 
the brackets. 

3. Insert the brackets inside the frame and align the bracket holes with the frame holes.  
Fasten (tight) using the Yellow Zinc M12*40 hex head bolts, M12 hex nuts, M12 flat 
washers, and M12 lock washers as shown in illustration 2.

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INSTALLING THE GRILLE GUARD 
1. Line up the 2 back holes on the lower portion of the Grille Guard with the 2 holes on the 

frame brackets (inner edge).  Attach Grille Guard using Stainless Steel M12*40 hex head 
bolts, M12 hex nuts, M12 flat washers, and M12 lock washers; hand tighten only. 

2. Open hood and remove the rivets, securing the top plastic trim panel (temporarily), from 
the vehicle to access the factory bumper bolts. 

3. Proceed to install upper support brackets. Secure top support brackets to existing bumper 
holes using the M8*20 hex head bolts, M8 hex nuts, M8 flat washers, and M8 lock 
washers. Using the M6*20 hex head bolts, M6 hex nuts, M6 flat washers, and M6 lock 
washers, attach top support braces to the back of the grille guard center flange as shown 
in illustration 3. 

4. Align grille guard assembly with front of the vehicle and secure all fasteners.   
5. Re-attach the plastic trim panel. 
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
